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TERMS & CONDITIONS      
DEFINITIONS:
‘The Contract’ – CCTV’s Acknowledgement of Order, signed by both CCTV and the Client.


‘The Client’ or ’Hirer’  - the person or their agent to whom the Acknowledgement of Order 
                                                                   is addressed.


‘The Company’ - is The Country Channel Ltd., expressed as CCTV in this document.
ACCEPTANCE – The signature and return of CCTV’s Acknowledgement of Order will be deemed to be an acceptance of these Terms and Conditions. 
These Terms and Conditions shall govern the supply to any Client of all goods and services supplied by CCTV.  No amendment, modification or waiver of these conditions shall be of any affect unless agreed in writing by a Director of CCTV.  

If a third party is to pay CCTV’s invoice an official purchase order or written instructions from the third party must be sent to CCTV  together with CCTV’s signed Acknowledgement of Order. Otherwise Invoices will be sent to the Client for payment.   
VALUE ADDED TAX – CCTV shall be entitled to charge the amount of any VAT or any other taxes applicable at the time of invoicing whether or not on the quotation or invoice.

FORCE MAJEURE – CCTV shall not be liable to pay compensation for any loss consequential or otherwise occasioned by any delays or failure caused by circumstances outside the reasonable control of CCTV. The following are regarded as uncontrollable events: Acts of God, Acts of Government, strike, unsuitable weather, lock out, riot, revolution, mobilisation, war, epidemic, illness, accident, transportation difficulties, machine breakdowns, power failure, fire.

PRELIMINARY WORK  - All work carried out and material used or supplied whether experimentally or otherwise, or reasonably necessitated by the Client’s request will be charged for, including work prior to the date of the contract.

CANCELLATION – In the event of cancellation by the Client of any contract CCTV reserves the right to make the following charges: 
                                within a week of the completion date of the Contract, a 100% charge will be made.
                    Up to 7 days before completion – a minimum charge of 30% will be levied, plus 
                    the  recoupment of costs for bought-in-services and expenses and the work done  
                    to the time of cancellation.
DELAYS – If an agreed schedule of work is delayed by the Client at less than thirty days notice, CCTV reserves the right during the period of such delay to claim,  in full,  for the contract value of all work which CCTV scheduled to complete during that period, including fees of freelance staff and specialist sub-contractors engaged in connection therewith.
If any work is postponed by the Client for a period in excess of sixty days, CCTV  reserves the right thereafter by seven days written notice to treat the delay as cancellation of the Contract by the Client.

SUB-CONTRACTORS – CCTV may at its discretion (but without reducing any obligation to the Client) place any part of any work with such sub-contractors and purchase or hire material or equipment on such terms as it shall deem fit. If it does so, in addition to these terms and conditions, any terms and conditions and limitations imposed by any such sub-contractors, suppliers or hirers or their agents shall bind the Client.

HIRE & LOAN – All goods owned by CCTV on hire remain the absolute property of CCTV, and the Client undertakes not to sell, offer for sale, assign, mortgage, charge, pledge or sublet, lend or otherwise deal with the equipment; nor allow any lien to be created on the equipment.

LIABILITY - CCTV’s liability in respect of any defect or failure of equipment supplied on hire is limited only to making good such defect or failure by repair or replacement at CCTV’s option. Goods must be returned to the original point of collection.

LIABILITY cont’d

The Client assumes complete responsibility for loss or damage to the hire equipment (other than fair wear and tear) from the time they take delivery of the equipment to the time it is  returned it to CCTV’s premises.

The hire charge for equipment commences from the time the equipment leaves CCTV and is terminated at the end of the agreed hire period, or when the equipment is returned to the original collection point.

In respect of specialist equipment, CCTV reserves the right to insist that such equipment is supplied with a trained operator.

FACILITIES – In the event that the Client uses CCTV’s premises or facilities, the Client must familiarise themselves with and observe any rules and regulations relating to those facilities  (ie. fire exits, fire extinguishers, cable laying etc) and will use the facilities and premises in a proper and reasonable manner,  only for the purpose specified in CCTV’s Acknowledgement of Order and for no other purpose whatsoever. The client will in addition indemnify CCTV for any loss, damage or injury howsoever caused to any employee or property of CCTV caused by the Client.

INSURANCE – The Client shall be responsible for insuring all goods and materials left or placed in the possession of CCTV to the full insurable value.  CCTV will accept no liability whatsoever. 

Where equipment is offered for hire a copy of the hirer’s insurance must be supplied prior to hire for all equipment against physical loss or damage for it’s full replacement value. Otherwise CCTV reserves the right to add 10% to the final invoice to cover insurance.  Please note the hirer will be liable to pay the first £250.00 of any insurance claim made by CCTV for any loss or damage.  Our insurers stipulate that equipment must NOT in any circumstances be left in unattended vehicles overnight.

COPYRIGHT – CCTV shall not be required by the Client to breach any copyright conditions which may exist in any material, any material filmed by CCTV will, under the terms of the Acknowledgement of Order, be jointly owned by the Client and CCTV.
LIBELLOUS MATTER – CCTV shall not be required by the Client to use, supply, present, copy or print any matter which in the Company’s opinion is or may be of an illegal or libellous nature.

CCTV shall be indemnified by the Client in respect of any claims, costs and expenses arising out of any programme material reproduced for the Client,  and any infringement of copyright, patent or design.

The Client shall verify all materials they supply and assumes full liability in respect thereof.

GENERAL LIEN – All property of the Client,  is subject to CCTV’s lien for the balance of any monies owed by the Client to CCTV on any account however arising.
